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COMES NOW Plaintiff James R. Gray, Principal Chief of the Osage Nation (the
“Nation™), pursuant to the authority vested in the Executive Branch of the Nation’s
Government under Article VII of the Nation’s Constitution, and for his Petition seeking
declaratory and injunctive relief, alleges and states as follows.

PARTIES

2 Plaintiff James R. Gray is the duly elected Principal Chief of the Osage Nation
serving as the supreme executive authority of the Nation, whose duties and powers are
outlined under Article VII of the Osage Constitution.

2 Defendant Kelly Corbin is the current Senior Auditor for the Osage Nation
Office of Fiscal and Performance Review (“OFPR”), created pursuant to Bill No. ONCA 07-
06, as amended by ONCA 07-51 (the “Act”). For purposes of this action, Defendant is
alleged to have acted, and is continuing to act, outside the scope of authority as provided in

the Act, and in a manner contrary to the Osage Nation Constitution and other Osage law.
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JURISDICTION

. 3 Jurisdiction is proper in the Osage Trial Court under Section 5 of Article VIII
of the Nation’s Constitution in that the Osage Trial Court has original jurisdiction, not
otherwise reserved to the Supreme Court, over all cases and controversies arising under the
Constitution, laws, customs, and traditions of the Osage Nation.

4, This action is appropriate under Section 1 of Article VIII of the Nation’s
Constitution since Plaintiff is invoking the jurisdiction of the Court to interpret the laws of
the Nation and, based on that interpretation, to adjudicate a dispute regarding the authority
that Defendant may properly exercise under the laws of the Nation.

BACKGROUND

A. ONCA 07-06

Paragraphs one through four are incorporated in full.

5. On December 4, 2006, at the o Special Session of the 1% Legislature, the
Osage Nation Congress enacted Bill Number ONCA 07-06 titled “An .Act to provide for the
establishment of the Osage Nation Internal Audit Department in order to provide an
independent and objective consulting and review service for Osage Nation operations;
making an appropriation to establish the department; and declaring an emergency.”

6. Initially, ONCA 07-06 attempted to establish a three (3) member joint audit
committee consisting of two (2) members of Congress and the Assistant Chief, as a
representative of the Executive Branch. ONCA 07-06 also provided for the Osage Nation
Internal Audit Department (the “IA Department™) consisting of a staff made up by a Senior
Internal Auditor, two staff auditors, and a secretary. The IA Department would have been

responsible for taking directions from the Committee, and all requests for IA Department
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
