Convention:

% To switch the power from the Chief
and Congress and give it to the people.
(Power to the People)

¢ In order to give the power to the
people without a Constitutional
Convention, we would have to count
on the new Congress and new Chief to
pass amendments giving the power to
us.

» It’s a gamble. Unless someone like me
is elected Chief, the new Chief will
most likely want the power and will
veto all amendments to the contrary.
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¢ It’s a gamble. Unless many like me
are elected to Congress, they will most
likely want the power and will not
propose amendments to give the power
to the people.

¢+ The current Congress and Chief have
not passed one direly needed
amendment to this Constitution. This
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Is why you should be very careful
when listening to those against a
Constitutional Convention. Whoever
Is against it, most likely has something
to gain by keeping the Constitution as
itis. Itis for certain that the people
have nothing to gain by keeping this
Constitution.

The number of amendments it would
take to get this Constitution on track
would take a long, long time and there
IS no guarantee amendments would be
proposed or even passed.

There is no guarantee that we won’t
end up with another split in congress.
Several good pieces of legislation have
been proposed only to be blocked by
the Chief’s six.

We have only ourselves to count on.
To ensure the power of this
government lies with us, we have to
make it happen. The only sure answer
Is a Constitutional Convention.

You should be given the opportunity to
vote for or against a Constitutional
Convention.

You should be given the opportunity to
approve the final draft of the new
Constitution.
